Discipleship according to John (reflections on 1 John)

Book History: “This apostolic letter speaks authoritatively about the truth of the
incarnation—a message his doubting readers needed after hearing false teachers deny the
full divinity and humanity of Christ. It reaffirms the core of Christianity, saying that either
we exhibit the sound doctrine, obedience, and love that characterize all Christians, or else
we are not true Christians. This general letter to congregations across Asia Minor (now
Turkey) was probably written by the apostle John in the late first century A.D.” (1 John
introduction taken from the ESV Reference Bible)

WEEK 1: 1 John 1:1-4 THEME - God made PERSONAL contact with his disciples
